The best way to prevent lead poisoning is to reduce the chance a child will be exposed to lead. This resource kit contains materials you can use to provide education on lead hazards and lead poisoning prevention during home visits with families or site visits to a daycare. The target for this In-Home Education Program is families with young
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children living or attending day care in pre-1950 housing.

· Description of the in-home education program. An overview of the In-Home Education program. Includes information on how to: (1) identify families at risk for lead poisoning exposure; (2) point out potential lead hazards, and (3) demonstrate interventions to decrease lead hazards.

In-Home Lead Poisoning

Prevention Education Program

PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

This program was developed to provide guidelines for home visitors to address lead hazard and lead exposure. The program can be used as a primary prevention measure for pregnant women, mothers of newborns, families whose children have not received a blood lead test or whose blood lead level indicates minimal lead exposure. This can also be used at daycare sites located in pre-1950 buildings. 
This program is based on a model used by Wisconsin local health departments to address lead hazards in pre-1950 housing occupied by pregnant women who are receiving Medicaid Prenatal Care Coordination services or PNCC like services. 

There are three components to the program: (1) identifying families whose children could be at risk for lead poisoning, (2) addressing the potential lead hazards in the home and (3) demonstrating interventions to decrease lead hazards in the environment. Below is a description of the key elements of each component.
I.  Identifying the Families & Residences 

· A family meeting one or more of the following criteria is identified:

1. A pregnant woman or mother of a newborn

2. A family with children <6 years of age

· Look up the address using the local tax assessor database. This can be done via online access, or by a phone call to the tax assessor's office (usually county, although some larger cities have city databases). The year the building was constructed, and the current property owner name, address and phone number can usually be obtained. Residences built before 1950 are a priority. Enter this information on the Home Visitor Documentation Form (below).
· Offer the home visit to the family. 

II.  Addressing Lead Hazards

· Assess the child and family within their environment for sources of lead exposure and behaviors that place child at risk of exposure. Get signature on the Client Release of Information form (below). Use the Home Visitor Documentation Form to provide guidance in areas of the home.
· Provide information on lead poisoning and preventing lead exposure. 

· Walk through the home with the client using the Visual Triggers of Paint Hazards sheet.

· Use lead check swabs to provide a visual demonstration of the presence of lead. See Lead Swab Test Kit Guidance document and provide the How to Test for Lead Using a Lead Swab Test handout to the family. These handouts are available as PDF documents in the resource kit appendix.
1. The lead check swabs will indicate the presence of lead but not the quantity of lead in paint or dust.  Therefore, they cannot be used to tell you if hazards are present, just that lead is available at this location.

2. Lead check swabs should be collected in the areas indicated on the Visual Triggers of Paint Hazards sheet.

III. Demonstrate Interventions to Decrease Lead Hazards

1. With a HEPA vacuum, vacuum all window sills and window well areas that are accessible to the child. Vacuum entry way floors and floors in play areas. See Cleaning with a HEPA Vacuum handout for guidance on cleaning, located in the resource kit appendix.
2. Demonstrate wet cleaning of surfaces and proper disposal of cleaning materials. See the How to Clean Windows and Other Surfaces to Prevent Lead Hazards handout located in the resource kit appendix. Include how often the cleaning should be done, depending on the condition of the paint and the ability/capacity of the family.

3. If necessary, demonstrate how furniture can be moved to block the child's access to lead hazards or duct tape applied to chipping peeling paint.

4. Recommend that the family remove furniture or blinds that have tested positive by a lead check swab.
5. Provide families with a child’s bib with a blood lead testing reminder and other information such as the Look Out for Lead for Parents pamphlet (provided in both English and Spanish in the resource kit appendix) and Lead Paint Safety: a Field Guide for Painting, Home Maintenance, and Renovation Work. The child’s bib and field guide can be ordered from us. See contact information below.

	Steps of Home Visit to assess the child and family within their environment:

	1) Provide information on the effects of lead on children and where in the home you might find lead hazards. 

2) Walk through the home with the Visual Triggers of Paint Hazards tool to identify potential lead hazards.  (Optional: Test the paint or dust in the window wells for the presence of lead.)
3) Vacuum the windows and floors below windows with HEPA vacuum. 
4) Follow with wet cleaning method demonstration.
Use the information provided on the next page to remind you of the various things to cover in each step and to document that it was covered with this mother or family.

	Identify areas accessible to and frequented by the child. Ask where the child sleeps, or will sleep, play, eat. Focus on windows in those areas (such as a high chair near a window), and floors where child will be crawling. Entry way floors are a site of hazards if the porch has chipping and peeling paint. Ask about areas where recent renovation, remodeling, or repainting of painted/varnished surfaces has been done.


	If there is chipping or peeling paint or paint on friction services like floors, test with swab if desired and demonstrate lead hazard reduction techniques (wet cleaning, HEPA vacuum, block access, remove).

	Observe if windows have any mini or vertical blinds.

	Ask about any other sources based on what you see around the home (e.g., sidewalk chalk, imported candies, etc.).

	Outside play areas of bare soil or sand near peeling, deteriorated paint or paint on friction surfaces.

These bibs are available from the Wisconsin Childhood Lead Poisoning Prevention Program in limited supply. These bibs have a message for parents to remind them to have their children tested for lead when the children are 1 and 2 years of age. The bib is a larger size, suitable for toddlers which means the message will still be in front of the parent or guardian at the appropriate ages.
