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Suggested Activities:





Utilize the Burden of Injury report to gather initial information.





Engage in discussions with DHFS Injury Prevention Program (IPP) staff to obtain more detailed information.





Speak with local hospital and medical providers.





Review local EMS, fire, and police reports.





Select an injury issue, and identify population affected.





Suggested Activities:





Identify behaviors or circumstances that increase the chance of an individual sustaining an injury, or risk factors.





Distinguish behaviors or circumstances that prevent individuals from sustaining an injury, or protective factors.





Evaluate the risk factors to determine if they may be reasonably modified.





Determine if protective factors may be promoted.





Speak with DHFS IPP staff if assistance is needed.





Suggested Activities:





Determine if evidence-based interventions, those with data demonstrating their effectiveness, are available for the injury area of interest.





Best practices are those that have the strongest evidence of effectiveness; if best practices are not available, look for promising practices.





Keep in mind that all prevention activities need not be elaborate or costly. Simple solutions may be available.





Refer to the enclosed resource guide and DHFS IPP staff for guidance.








Suggested Activities:





Once intervention is selected, develop plan for implementation, including necessary staff, funding, and project timeline.





Integrate evaluation plan with program implementation to assure that evaluation components are present from initiation.





Assure implementation is widespread.





Share evaluation results and compare to injury data over time.





Consult DHFS IPP staff if additional resources are needed.
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
