County staff completes Children’s Functional Screen. 

Does the child have a source of MA prior to the request? (Verify this with county Economic Support.) 

Children’s Functional Screen Determines Child 
Meets Level of Care. 

CSS notifies county and Regional CSS when 
slot has been approved. 

County submits Waiver Plan Checklist 
Materials to CSS for approval. 

County notifies family that child has been 
authorized for waiver slot. 

If child’s MA eligibility is pending 
through the Waiver, notify Co. 

Economic Support when all criteria 
are met and child is authorized for 

CLTS Waiver slot.

Children’s Functional Screen 
Determines Child Does Not Meet Level 
of Care, therefore is not Waiver 
Eligible.  County staff writes denial letter 
and sends a copy to the family and CSS 
Central Office after internal verification of 
LOC finding.
