Cardiac Device Monitoring 
External loop recording is similar in purpose to wearable mobile cardiovascular telemetry and is intended to identify arrhythmias associated with palpitations, dizziness, and lightheadedness.  External loop recordings or wearable mobile cardiovascular telemetry are used for diagnostic purposes when symptoms are too infrequent to be identified with in-clinic cardiac monitoring or 24-hour Holter monitoring.

ForwardHealth currently covers external loop recording (CPT codes 93268-93272) under the physician benefit.  External loop recording is not subject to diagnosis restrictions and does not require PA.  Procedure code 93268 represents a “global code” and incorporates the entire external loop recording procedure, including transmission and physician review and interpretation.  Procedure codes 93270-93272 represent individual components of the external loop recording procedure.
