	Haven’t Heard of HPHOC?

Healthy People Healthy Oneida County (HPHOC), spearheaded by Oneida County Health Department, is a group of community partners dedicated to improving the health of residents and visitors in Oneida County.  In 2006, HPHOC identified and created a five year county health improvement plan focusing on four identified health priorities:

1.  Access to Care (Primary,  

     Dental, & Mental Health) 

2.  Alcohol & Other Substance

     Abuse Use & Addiction
3.  Physical Activity/Nutrition 

4.  Tobacco Use & Exposure

Strategies were developed to address each health priority in Oneida County.  Interested community members came forward and committees were formed to address the identified priorities.

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	Healthy People Healthy Oneida County Accomplishments 2008
Access to Health Care
· Formed the mental health inter-agency council encompassing all mental health advocate groups in Oneida County.

· Open Minds Open Doors Anti-Stigma video produced and released.
· Mental Health Anti-Stigma Campaign initiated in the month of May. 

· Mental Health Inter-agency Council member volunteers awarded to participate in a UW Madison/Medical College of WI Community Teams Leadership opportunity. 

· A Mental Health Funding Summit education session was planned and implemented.
· Researched community surveys and how to implement a community feedback survey within Oneida County. 

· Dental sealants were offered to Oneida County 2nd and 6th grade students.  Fluoride varnishes were offered to high risk pre-kindergarten populations.
Alcohol and Other Substance Abuse Use & Addiction
· Oneida County Alcohol & Other Drug Abuse (AODA) Coalition kicked off the year by partnering with Oneida County Area Public School Districts with the campaign “Parents Who Host Lose The Most.” 

· Partnered with Oneida County Landfill for First Annual Medication Collection Day to properly dispose of medication and help to eliminate the access of unneeded prescription drugs. 
· Received a $500.00 grant to host a Link ‘N Learn community discussion that was led by youth.  Discussion focused on real drug problems and solutions.  
Physical Activity and Healthy Nutrition

· Partnered with Marshfield Clinic to offer the 4th Grade Health & Fitness Challenge to students at Central School.
· Developed a brochure and website that highlights free and low cost physical activity opportunities in Oneida County. Watch for distribution of the guide in early 2008.

· Offered a kids fitness course and healthy snack for Veggin’ Out, Nutty to Run at Nicolet College.

Tobacco Use and Exposure

· Michelle Mays received national recognition by being named as the Campaign for Tobacco-Free Kids Central Regional Youth Advocate of the Year.
· Women of Influence event held on May 14 in Minocqua highlighting ways women can influence health policy.

· The Vine Meet and Greet Event in Minocqua on 12/1/2008 resulting in an increase in supporters for the tobacco free action coalition. 

· Nicolet College Smoke Free Campus policy approved for the college to go smoke-free in January of 2009.

What’s Happening for 2009?

Access to Health Care

· Develop a mental health anti-stigma public awareness campaign.

· Continue to participate in the Wisconsin Leadership Institute Program focusing on a coordinated system of care for mental health services.
· Educate community members and professionals on two mental health topics.
· Implement a community feedback survey and incorporate the results into the next community needs assessment in order to get community feedback related to health access issues.
· Continue to offer preventative dental access to Oneida County students through the efforts of the Northwoods Dental Project.
Alcohol and Other Substance Use & Addiction

· In the spring of 2009, the coalition will host a Reach Out Now educational program for 5th and 6th graders.  This is a school- based program focusing on underage drinking prevention. 
· Great Lakes Inter-tribal Council will be mentoring and guiding the coalition, preparing them to apply for a Drug Free Communities Grant.  This grant totals $125, 000 per year, up to 5 years.  The money will be used to support drug-free initiatives in Oneida County.

· The coalition will educate the public on topics related to the risk and prevention of alcohol and drug abuse.
Physical Activity and Healthy Nutrition

· Continue work with the 4th Grade Nutrition and Physical Activity campaign.
· Conduct a social marketing campaign to raise awareness regarding physical activity and nutrition.

· Continue to work with worksite in Oneida County to implement the Wisconsin Worksite Wellness Program.
Tobacco Use & Exposure

· Coordinate an aggressive media/public outreach campaign with consistent key messages that compliment state efforts.
· Provide resources to workplaces, schools, and providers regarding Quit Line, First Breath, and other evidence based treatment services.

· Continue to work with youth on youth-led tobacco-free initiatives.
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
