· 2010 is fifth year of the current 5-year grant cycle.  New competitive grant cycle in 2011.

· Priority on Quality Assurance/Quality Improvement continues.
· DPH-FP service priorities remain the same:  Emergency Contraception (in advance of actual need); Dual Protection; Medical Family Planning Waiver enrollment; and Improved access to prescription contraception.
· DPH-FP Program Guidelines (clinical and program administration) revisions will be presented at September Statewide meeting in Stevens Point. 
· New Program Guideline for chart audit requirement measuring priority patient practices introduced at May Statewide Conference in Wisconsin Dells. Results of chart audit are to be summarized in the Year-End Performance Narrative Report.
· FP/RH/EIDP-RH Program Quality Criteria remain the same for 2010.  Will be revised for new 5-year grant cycle beginning in 2011.

Update

· 2010 is fifth (and final) year of the current 5-year grant cycle.  The new Grant Cycle begins in 2011 (2011-2015).
· Beginning in 2011, EIDP-LHD will become “Women’ Health: Now and Beyond Pregnancy”.  The focus will be on Child Spacing and Post-partum Contraception.
· “Now and Beyond” will involve integration with PNCC and WIC Services, close coordination with Family Planning Services, and the following intervention

· Post Partum Contraceptive Plans in the Third Trimester of pregnancy; coordinating with medical prenatal care providers.
· Post partum Contraceptive Supplies On-hand Prior to Delivery (including condoms, emergency contraception, and primary method), or arrangements for provider initiated primary methods at the time of (or shortly following) delivery (such as Depo injections).
· Contraceptive and Other Women’s Health Messages
· On-site Pregnancy Testing Services will continue -- to facilitate entry into Medical Prenatal care and WIC, or contraceptive services—depending on pregnancy test results and client plans.
· Access to all Medicaid (Forward Health) Programs will continue, including the Family Planning Waiver.

· EIDP-LHD Providers are strongly encouraged to make the transition in 2010, and select the objective titled “EIDP-LHD: Increased Access” under the 2010 EIDP-LHD template objectives.
· Technical assistance for “Women’s Health: Now and Beyond” Practices will be available.
· Specific “Now and Beyond” guidelines will be available in September, 2009

· Expectation is to continue to develop capacity to promote and assure access to early pregnancy care and contraceptive care.
