Oral Health Program Update

State and Federal priorities: State and Federal Priorities remain the same for 2010. 
Budget changes: We anticipate no budget changes at this time. However there are two funding sources for oral health in consolidated contracts that have proven confusing in the past:
1. MCH funding

a. Surveillance

b. Sealant

c. ECC

d. Fluoride mouthrinse

e. Fluoride supplement

2. Oral Health funding

a. Fluoride mouthrinse

b. Fluoride supplement

· The DPH Oral Health funded programs are continuously supported by statutes and GPR dollars up to $25,000 each. There are and have been specific LHD’s who receive these funds, some just one and others both. These dollars can not be used for any other purpose (eg: fluoride varnish/ECC).

· This funding can’t be used to supplant MCH projects…there must be evidence of separate target populations being served.
· Template objectives: There are no major changes to templates.
· Boundary Statement and Quality Criteria: no changes

· Data collection or evaluation issues: SPHERE as indicated
· Any absolute “no’s” for negotiations should be covered! (programs should provide in boundary statement “unacceptable proposals” section)
· Program successes: 2008 make Your Smile Count Survey indicates a reduction in number of children presenting with untreated caries…meaning they are receiving more care and most importantly more preventive care
