PHHS (Preventive Health and Health Services) Block Grant has identified four goals to guide its future direction. These are as follows:

· Decrease premature death and disabilities due to chronic diseases and injuries by focusing on the leading preventable risk factors;

· Support local health programs, systems, and policies to achieve healthy communities;

· Provide opportunities to address emerging health issues and gaps.

Template objectives are similar to last year.  If a template objective is selected, be sure the detail is provided in the context and input activities. The negotiation will be between the regional office contract administrator and the local agency.  The program will not need to sign off.  If an agency chooses to write a unique objective, the program will be involved in the negotiation process.
· Boundary Statement and Quality Criteria – major changes:  None
· Data collection or evaluation issues: 

Deliverables are due 1/15/2011.  Success stories may be requested.
· Any absolute “no’s” for negotiations: According to PHHSBG guidance, non-allowable uses for these funds include:
1. Providing financial assistance to any entity other than a public or nonprofit private entity. (This may be waived by the CDC, if a State requests a waiver 

and justifies the extraordinary circumstances that a waiver will assist in 

carrying out the activities.)

2. Inpatient services.

3. Cash payment to recipients of health services.

4. Purchase or improve land, purchase, construct, or permanently improve a 

building or facility or purchase major medical equipment.

5. Use as a match requirement for Federal funds.
