
Central Office Program Updates 
What’s New or Important for 20010 DPH Performance-Based Contracting 

RADON Program 

State and Federal priorities:  
· Outreach to reduce risk in homes, where the most public exposure to indoor radon occurs 

· (For agencies having EPA radon measurement training):  outreach to realtors

· (For agencies trained in radon resistant new construction): outreach to builders
Budgets:  
· 16 regional Radon Information Centers (same agencies as for 2009) – same funding as for 2009. 2- year contract ends 12/31/2010. 
· Other LPHAs and tribal health agencies: radon outreach projects may be funded for $2,500 or $3,500, as in 2009, and the proposal deadline July 15th has passed.  The total of funds available is unchanged.      
Objectives: 

· 16 Radon Information Centers Contracts have already been negotiated, with a single required objective, having eight negotiated accountability targets for 2009 (and 2010) in the Context Section.
· For $2,500 and $3,500 projects, agencies responded by July 15th to a June 12 letter requesting proposals.  Agencies to be funded have been selected, and objectives will be put on the GAC for those selected.  To negotiate, fill in numbers for activities where blanks exist in the objective.
Boundary Conditions:  No funding is for mitigation of homes or testing of schools.  Outreach to schools is done only by the DPH radon staff.
Quality criteria:  Follow-up with homeowners having elevated radon screening tests is required at the RIC and $3,500 funding levels.  Radon detectors must be purchased through the RICs, and names, addresses, and serial numbers of all persons receiving detectors must be provided to the RICs.
Data collection issues:  Reports (deliverables) must be emailed to the radon program staff in DPH, to be suitable for incorporation into our reports to US EPA (source of the funding.)
Program Successes:  More than 3,500 homes with elevated indoor radon exposures were mitigated in the past 12 months.
