Childhood Lead Poisoning Prevention Program (rev 7/21/09)

What’s New or Important for DPH PBC 2010
State and Federal priorities:
· Increase testing of low income children, e.g. Medicaid, WIC
· Early intervention for low level lead poisoning 
· Primary prevention of lead poisoning through housing-based strategies

· Collaborate with existing Maternal and Child Health home visiting programs or others, such as Prevention, Immunization, etc.
Budget changes: Local health departments (LHDs) should anticipate an approximate 6% reduction in funding for 2010 due to state budget reduction in general program revenue (GPR) support.  
Local health departments (level 2 and 3) that serve a HUD Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) entitlement community (listed on back) receive an additional allocation in the funding formula to work with their local housing agency that distributes the CDBG funds.  To accept this portion of their overall funding allocation, these LHDs must submit a housing-based objective, i.e., template 5 or 6 or a unique objective.  If a LHD chooses not to select a housing-based objective, the agency’s funding will be reduced by this amount.  
Template objectives: 
1. Home/Childcare Site-based Intervention – This intervention includes 3 components: a) a home or child care site visit for education and to identify potential lead hazards; b) sampling for the presence of lead via dust wipe samples or lead check swabs; and c) notifying the property owner of sample results and non-abatement measures that can be taken to reduce the risk for lead exposure.  The Home Visit Standard resource kit is available from the Wisconsin Childhood Lead Poisoning Prevention Program (608) 266-5817.  Acceptable value is up to $150 per housing unit or child care site.
2. Blood Lead Testing – Acceptable value is up to $18 per blood lead test.
3. Environmental Lead Hazard Investigation at a Blood Lead Level of 10 mcg/dL or greater – Early intervention investigations are to be conducted according to the procedure outlined in Chapter 9 of the Wisconsin Childhood Lead Poisoning Prevention and Control Handbook (2002).  Acceptable value is up to $800 per environmental lead hazard investigation.
4. Non-negotiation Assurance Objective – This objective is optional for all agencies.  This objective is automatically accepted for agencies receiving a total allocation of $6,000 or less.  All other agencies can choose to negotiate this objective.  Includes 4 components: a) Age appropriate blood lead testing of WIC-enrolled children; b) venous confirmation testing of all children with a capillary blood lead level (BLL) of 10 mcg/dL or greater c) Home visits for all children with a venous BLL of 10 mcg/dL or greater; and d) environmental lead hazard investigations for all children with a venous BLL of 15 mcg/dL or greater.  A baseline is required for each component.
5. Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Capacity Building – Training contractors, rental property owners or maintenance staff in lead safe work practices by a certified training provider; acceptable value up to New $260 per anticipated course attendee.

6. CDBG Lead-Safe Housing Units - Acceptable value is between $40 and $350 per housing unit that is made lead-safe.
Boundary Statement and Quality Criteria: Unchanged.  Educational objectives that do not include a behavior change component will not be accepted.
Data collection or evaluation issues: Agency generated reports are acceptable for all objectives.  SPHERE can be used as a data source for some objectives but is not required.  For template 1 the ‘Home Visit Standard Documentation Form’ (available in WCLPPP resource kit) can be used as the data source.
Program successes New
· 17% increase in number of children tested from 2006 to 2008, with a 20% increase in testing of Medicaid-enrolled children. 
· Increased testing has resulted in increased number of children identified with lead poisoning.
· Blood lead test results will be available through the Wisconsin Immunization Registry this year

· Continue to make progress to implement key strategies of the Wisconsin 2010 Childhood Lead Poisoning Elimination Plan

· Federal funding, e.g. ARRA, HUD and other sources, allows for lead poisoning prevention efforts across Wisconsin
