Crash data are tabulated by location of the crash, and displayed for counties and municipalities.  Alcohol-related motor vehicle injuries and fatalities, as well as motor vehicle alcohol-related arrests and convictions, are tabulated by county.  Data may be tabulated by county of occurrence, not county of residence.
