Current Family Care Enrollees with Non-MA Eligibility

This notice is being sent to you because you are affected by the recently passed State Budget Act.  The budget act gradually eliminates funding for Family Care Non-Medicaid (Non-MA) eligibility.  You are currently enrolled in Family Care under Non-MA eligibility.  The Department of Health and Family Services wants to give you time and help you prepare for the loss of Non-MA eligibility.  The following questions and answers will give you the information you need to plan for the change.
What does the change in Family Care Non-MA funding mean for me?

You will no longer be eligible for Family Care under Non-MA eligibility after June 30, 2008.  After that date, you will have to meet Medicaid eligibility to remain enrolled in Family Care.  If you do not become Medicaid eligible, you will be disenrolled effective July 1, 2008.  

What should I do?

You should understand what you would need to do to become eligible for Medicaid and decide if that is the best option for you.  There are three reasons you may currently have Non-MA eligibility for Family Care. 

· You may currently have too many financial assets, such as cash or bank accounts to qualify for Medicaid.

· You may have too much income each month to qualify for Medicaid.
· You may be waiting for a disability determination.

What if I do not become Medicaid eligible?

If you do not become Medicaid eligible by early June 2008, you will receive a notice in mid-June that says you will be disenrolled from Family Care on June 30, 2008.  If that happens, your care manager will give you information about how to reach the local Aging and Disability Resource Center (ADRC).
