EMERGENCY PROTECTIVE PLACEMENT PROCEEDURE

1) Have reason to believe (personal observation or credible witness) that, if emergency protective services are not provided, the individual will incur a substantial risk of serious physical harm and a belief the person is not competent to make decisions for themselves.

2) Establish the fact no other arrangements can be made to keep the person in their current living arrangement or be moved to a friends/relatives home short term (up to 60 days).

3) Locate a placement facility for the person.

4) Obtain Physicians Plan of Care (PPOC) from family/local physician for nursing home placement. If not seeking nursing home placement, skip this step.

· Contact clinic or hospital for urgent assessment. Use emergency room if necessary.

· Arrange transportation to appointment or provide it yourself.

· Leave PPOC with the placement facility.

Have Physician complete Examining Physicians’/Psychologist’s Report  (if one hasn’t already been obtained)
5) Complete Statement of Emergency Protective Placement. 

· Leave a copy with the Facility and the Proposed Ward

Complete Notice of Rights on Emergency Protective Placement. §55.135, Wisconsin Statutes. 

read entire document to the Proposed Ward and provide them with a copy of your signed original.

7) Contact Corporation Counsel (485-9210) and arrange for a 72 hour detention                hearing

· establish hearing date and time (written and oral notice of rights…)

· determine if public defender should be appointed

Make copies of documents and return original documents (petition, written notice, and Physician/Psychologist report) to Corporation Counsel for filing with the court.
