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You may qualify for a service dog if it meets your needs and helps you live in your community. However, [Family Care/Partnership/PACE] doesn’t cover all costs for a service dog. You will have to pay for the items that [Family Care/Partnership/PACE] does not cover. 

[MCO] can pay for:

· The purchase of a service dog.

· Items a service dog needs in order to do its job. For example: 
· Leashes, harnesses and vests
· Identification patches
· Packs for transporting medicines

· Medical care a service dog needs in order to be healthy and able to do its job. For example: 
· Annual exams
· Vaccines
· Heartworm tests and preventative medications
· Diagnostic exams and tests
· Medical care and treatment needed to maintain or restore your dog’s health and ability to do its job. 

These are examples of the types of items [Family Care/Partnership/PACE] covers. [MCO] may be able to pay for other service dog costs.

 [MCO] cannot pay for:

· Items a service dog doesn’t need in order to do its job. This includes items that all dogs might need, but are not necessary for a service dog to do its job. For example: 
· Dog food
· Vitamins and mineral supplements
· Water bowls and food dishes
· Blankets
· Toys 

· Medical care and treatment for conditions or diseases that prevent your dog from doing its job and that cannot be cured. For example: 
· Hip dysplasia (abnormal growth on the hip)
· Chronic renal failure (kidney failure)
· Terminal cancer

· Medical care and treatment that is:
· Holistic (alternative medicine)
· Experimental
· Cosmetic
· Related to pregnancy

· Organ transplants

These are examples of items [Family Care/Partnership/PACE] doesn’t cover and is not all inclusive. You may have to pay for other service dog costs.
