	Open Discussion and Questions
	1.  What are the ATLS requirements for Level III/IV centers?
· There is a 2-year grace period for facilities to be compliant

· ATLS requirement for mid-level providers only applies to those providers who are the primary care provider

· ED Board Certified Physician must have taken ATLS once

· Trauma Medical Director and trauma surgeons must be current in ATLS

· Alternatives for providers at level IV centers is RTDC, CALS, or ATLS

· ATLS requirement only applies to care in the ED. Admitting physicians are not subject to this requirement

2. What is the rational for the ATLS requirements given that they are different from the “Green Book”?
· Level I & II facilities see a large volume of injured patients

· Level III & IV in general have less activations and lower volumes of injured patients.

3. Footnote #4: Any inpatients at a level IV facility shall not have injuries requiring major surgical or surgical specialty care.  What will the reviewers being looking for?

· Look for evidence of patients who exceed the resources available at the facility (e.g. craniotomy, splenectomy, etc.
· This excludes isolated orthopedic trauma
4. Expectation for General Surgeon response for pediatric trauma?
· Surgeon must respond

· Focus is on the process: evaluation, stabilization and transfer not if the surgeon actually sees/evaluates the patient

· Evidence is actual process and review of charts

5. Physician taking call at multiple facilities.

· Focus is on process: back-up surgeon or transfer agreements and procedures when the surgeon is not available

6. Pre-review Questionnaire (PRQ).  Many individuals had questions regarding what type of information is needed to answer the PRQ questions.
