	Motion to approve minutes and seconded.   Minutes approved.

	Review Inclusion Criteria
	Demo of updated web portal screens by Mike.  There are a few things that must be decided by the group today so Marianne can give it to DI to include in the software update.   DI will hold several Webinar training sessions with more information on that to follow.   
There are more data fields to capture and everything for demographics is on a drop-down screen.  

Discussion:   add an alternate home address for homeless, foreign visitor, migrant work, undocumented persons, etc.    Agreement that it should be added.  
DOB is mandatory to calculate age per Marianne. 

Discussion and clarification on Ethnicity and Race.    Use Data Dictionary for specific clarification.   

Ethnicity:  social, cultural 

Race:  physical characteristics

Work-related:  if yes, it will bring up two more data points regarding job

Zip code – unknown is still an option

MOI: ‘other’ added (i.e. frostbite)

E-code:  primary and secondary

Residential institution:  jail, SNF,prison, etc.

Position in vehicle:  Data Dictionary includes 2nd and 3rd row seating.   Discussion if we should include it with agreement by membership that it should be added by DI.  

Child restraints:  infant (new), car seat, booster seat, none

Airbag deployment :  new choices are added

Pre-hospital Tab:

1st responder:  some hospitals do collect this data

Report present: (new) defined by membership as being present when registrar enters data (WARDS, scanned, hard copy, etc).   STAC is addressing this as a PI issue.  
Discussion that the ambulance service choices need to be updated.     We need to let Marianne know so she can let DI know.   Chuck Happel stated that he can let Marianne know when he makes changes.   

VS:  (new) Patient intubated, sedated, when VS obtained?  Eye obstruction (for GCS).  

Referring Facility:  some hospitals need to be added because it needs a hospital number.   DI will do it.   Discussion that hospitals need to be listed with city in the dropdown box because there are hospitals with the same name but have different locations.    Chuck Happel stated that it needs to be communicated to him when hospital changes are made. 

ETOH:  (new)

Referring Facility Screen:   for data entry when patient is received from another hospital.

GCS:  sedated/intubated (new)

Supplemental O2 (new)

Height/Weight:  this is a new value in the 2013 Data Dictionary.   Discussion on whether we want to include it in Collector.   Agreed upon by members to include it.  

Mike reminded the group not to leave any blanks when entering data.   

Discussion re:   Signs of Life – if VS are present it should auto-populate.   Mike will relay this to DI

Marriane stated that VS should be within 30 minutes of patient arrival.   

Procedure tab:  

Codes need to be entered.   The major, basic ones need to be tracked.    Reminder that the SCRTAC Registry Toolbox has a list of procedure codes and the list matched NTDB.

NTDB Data Dictionary has a list of procedures they want tracked.   

Discussion concerning ICD r/t 10.   How do we want to handle as a state?  Should be put 10 in so we have the capability.     After discussion it was decided by the membership that we need both 9 and 10 access.

 Outcome tab:  

     Alive/dead 

     LOS:  DI needs to add this one

     ICU days:   Make sure this is correct when entered.         Sometimes it has gone through that the ICU LOS is long than the hospital LOS and that is incorrect.

     Disposition facility:   there are more choices

Discussion r/t returned to SNF or new SNF resident.

Discussion r/t d/c to higher level of care ( this is a retired data point).    We would like this back.    As it stands right now when d/c’ed to higher level of care we now put d/c to ACF (acute care facility)   

Discussion:   The need for procedure codes that can be used state-wide.   Mike stated that this could be done through the Super User Group.

New:  tissue, organ donation, autopsy, payment (primary method)
Diagnosis:   

Discussion:   we need education on AIS codes.   

After discussion in the group it was decided to give Marianne a list to be provided to DI:

1.   Alternate home address

2. ICD  9 and 10 tabs available.   

3. Position of patient in vehicle to include 2nd and 3rd seats

4. Height/weight

Discussion initiated by Mike that Level 3’s and 4’s are needed on the Super Use Group.    Let Barb know if you are interest.
